Tambour is a furniture-mounted luminaire designed for open plan offices that increases occupant comfort and productivity while drastically lowering energy consumption. 
 
Created by tambient, the task/ambient division of The Lighting Quotient, Tambour beats the energy performance of traditional one-component or two-component systems by creating both the ambient and task light from a single light fixture and a single T-5 lamp, eliminating the need for conventional overhead lighting altogether. Mounted to any open plan system, including low panel and no-panel furniture plans, Tambour from tambient significantly reduces building complexity and consumes 0.6 watts per square foot or less – more than 40 percent below current energy allowances, and puts as much as 50 foot candles on the task while eliminating glare from typical overhead sources. All tambient systems are offered with or without dimming, occupancy and daylight load-shedding controls.
 
“With Tambour, we set out to create a significant advance in energy-efficient office lighting equipment,” said Dave Pfund, president, tambient. “We were determined to create a product that exceeds current energy codes and sustainability mandates while providing a level of comfort that enhances occupant productivity.”  

Like all tambient luminaires, Tambour is portable, allowing for easy reconfigurations while maintaining the right light levels in the space. The most advanced energy codes and sustainability mandates are supported by tambient’s single-component design, including ASHRA/IESNA Energy Standards and LEED certification.
 
Tambour features a fresh, aesthetically pleasing design with a decorative scalloped, front-panel extrusion on stanchion-mounted Style L228 luminaires. The versatile Style L228 luminaire incorporates a compact long twin-tube lamp, an anti-glare “batwing” lens, precision optical louvers and a high-power factor electronic ballast. Optional wireless controls, including daylight load-shedding, occupancy sensors and personal dimming, allow occupants to further customize their space.
