The company was honored with a platinum ADEX for elliptipar’s F140 Ovalinear luminaire, a gold for tambient’s Tambour and a silver for elliptipar’s 3032 stack light.

The platinum award winning F140 Ovalinear luminaire features a classic oval form and elliptipar's high-performance asymmetric reflector, which lights surfaces with unequaled uniformity. Its integrally-ballasted T5 fluorescent lamps deliver powerful and low-energy lighting for any architectural plane. The F140 houses an extra small reflector and ballast, modular quick connect wiring, optional controls, and emergency battery packs. 

Gold ADEX winner Tambour, created by tambient, the task/ambient division of The Lighting Quotient, is a furniture-mounted luminaire designed for open plan offices. Tambour beats the energy performance of other systems by creating both the ambient and task light from a single light fixture and a single T-5 lamp, eliminating the need for conventional overhead lighting altogether. Mounted to any open plan system, including low panel and no-panel furniture plans, Tambour significantly reduces building complexity and consumes 0.6 watts per square foot or less – or less with optional controls – more than 40 percent below current energy allowances, and puts as much as 50 foot candles on the task while eliminating glare from typical overhead sources. 
Lastly, the silver ADEX for elliptipar’s 3032 stack light is an ideal solution for libraries and other shelving applications, using a single 28W T5 lamp that complies with even the most stringent power density codes 
(LPD). The product’s unique cross-baffle design takes lamp energy that would otherwise fall on the aisle floor and redirects it into a precise and uniform distribution of light where it is needed. The result is an asymmetric wash that provides 30 vertical footcandles at 30 inches above the floor. The 3032 simultaneously delivers six percent uplight from the same lamp, adding a soft glow to the ceiling.
“The 2010 ADEX Awards attracted upwards of 500 companies submitting more than 1,500 innovative new products,” said John Platter, executive director for ADEX. “The ADEX Award has recognized many outstanding product designs over the years, and The Lighting Quotient’s luminaires have earned their place in that elite group.”
Entries in each of the ADEX categories are eligible for three award levels – platinum, gold or silver. Judges award points based on form and function, and total points earned determine each winner’s award level. All winners will appear in the Summer 2010 issue of Design Journal, the international trade publication for interior designers, architects and facility managers.
